· Inoperative vehicle (needs to be made operable, removed or stored in an enclosed area within 168 hours (7 days).

If corrections do not occur, current law provides for a maximum fine of $200.00 plus court costs for each day the violation continues to exist. Additionally, a formal procedure may be initiated to abate the violation at the expense of the individual(s) and entity involved.
