SILTATION

IT’S A DIRTY MESS ... AND IT’S AGAINST THE LAW IN SAND SPRINGS!
Siltation is the erosion of mud, dirt, sand and other ground cover from private property into public streets, sidewalks, alleys or drainage ways. It is caused by inadequate vegetative ground cover or a lack of adequate erosion control measures.

The City of Sand Springs, Oklahoma, has adopted an ordinance making it unlawful for individuals, firms or corporations to permit siltation to occur. In addition to creating an ugly mess, it clogs storm drainage systems. hinders pedestrian and vehicular traffic, and can cause significant damages to other properties.

It is unlawful to allow siltation to occur. Violators can receive a Municipal Court fine of $200.00 plus court costs for each day siltation occurs or continues. Additionally, siltation not immediately removed from streets, sidewalks, alleys or drainage ways may be removed under the direction of the City with all costs for such work to be billed to the violator.

Properly installed and maintained erosion control measures are a must for any property that lacks adequate vegetative cover.
